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Canada urges India to pursue consistent farm trade policies

MUMBAI, Feb 13 (Reuters) - India should pursue consistent farm trade policies to help to avoid uncertainty
among Canada’s farmers, big suppliers of pulses to New Delhi, a Canadian government minister said on
Thursday.

Protein-rich pulses are a staple of the Indian diet, and Canada is the world’s top exporter of peas and
lentils.

India’s record imports of 6.6 million tonnes of pulses in the 2016/17 fiscal year prompted Canadian and
Australian farmers to expand production but New Delhi introduced import curbs the following year,
hurting overseas producers.

David Marit, agriculture minister of Canada’s Saskatchewan province, said India’s trade policy flip-flops
fuelled uncertainty among Canada’s farmers.

Saskatchewan is Canada’s biggest pulses producer.

“We would like to see consistency and transparency in market access,” Marit told reporters on the
sidelines of the Pulses Conclave, an industry conference.

In the 2016/17 fiscal year, Canada shipped a record 2.4 million tonnes of pulses but last year Canadian
imports dropped to 121,861 tonnes. Record imports led to a drop in domestic prices in 2016/17. India
then raised import taxes on some pulses to as high as 50% and introduced import quotas for others such
as yellow peas, green gram and chickpeas.

There would be lower imports next year also because traders might not be able to buy from overseas
market, taking advantage of loopholes in the import quota order, which the Directorate General of Foreign
Trade (DGFT) is contesting in the Jaipur High Court to tighten it, Indian Pulses and Grains Association
(IGPA) Chairman Jitu Bheda told reporters.

"Total imports are expected to reach 2.5 million tonne in the current year, of which about 1.5 million
tonne has been done, taking stay from Chennai and Jaipur High Courts on the DGFT quota order and much
of it is yellow peas, black mapte (urad) and green peas," Bheda said on the sidelines of 5th edition of
Pulses Conclave 2020.

The rest one million tonne has been imported as per the government's quota this year, he added.

The government has imposed a quantitative restriction on import of key pulses especially yellow peas,
pigeon peas (tur), chickpeas (chana) and green gram (moong) to protect local farmers amid steady
increase in domestic production to 23.40 million tonne in the 2018-19 crop year (July-June).

Light Speckled bean (rajmah) and blackeye beans (lobiya) are allowed to import without restrictions.

India is the world's largest consumer of pulses. "Assuming the government continues with current quota
system and considering higher domestic crop and buffer stock, maximum 1 million tonnes of pulses can
be imported next year and mostly rajmah and lobiya," Bheda said.

He also said the government may increase quota on import of black mapte and green gram as the
domestic shortage is still about 1.5 million tonne and 1 million tonne, respectively.

At present, the import quota on black mapte is 2,50,000 tonne and green gram is 1,50,000 tonne.

"We have to import these two pulses as domestic prices are ruling higher than the minimum support
price, which may put pressure on retail rates," Bheda added.

The IPGA chairman said the industry body has requested the government to extend the current quota on
black mapte for two months till May as the crop is yet to be harvested in Myanmar, the only supplier of
this commodity in the world.
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There is no issue with regard to import of green gram as it is grown in many countries, including Africa,
he added.

Onillegal imports from Nepal, the industry body said the government should curb such shipments, taking
advantage of softening of global rates of pulses following India restrictingimports.

The government is targeting a record production of pulses at 26.30 million tonne in the ongoing 2019-20
crop year, of which 16.20 million tonne from the Rabi season and the rest from Kharif season.

At present, Kharif crop is being harvested, while Rabi crop prospects especially chickpeas (chan) seem to
be bright, Bheda said.

There is a buffer stock of 3.4 million tonne of pulses at present in the country, according to cooperative
Nafed, which has procured on behalf of the government to ensure minimum support price (MSP) to
farmers.
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Indian pulse imports could drop 60% - trade

MUMBAI (Reuters) - India’s imports of pulses such as chickpeas could slump by 60% to a million tonnes in
the 2020-21 financial year on bumper domestic production and government measures to curb overseas
purchases, the head of a leading trade body said on Friday.

Lower imports by India, the world’s biggest consumer of protein-rich pulses, will help to support domestic
prices, but will affect farming communities in Canada, Australia, Myanmar and Russia.

India’s pulse imports are likely to treble to 2.5 million tonnes in the 2019-20 financial year to March, Jitu
Bheda, chairman of the India Pulses and Grain Association, said on the sidelines of the Pulses Conclave
industry conference.

Given that record imports of pulses led to a crash in domestic prices in 2016-17, India introduced import
quotas for varieties such as yellow peas, green gram and chickpeas.

According to government quotas, traders could ship in only a million tonnes of pulses, but dealers
imported an extra 1.5 million tonnes by petitioning various courts.

Trade and industry officials say authorities have tightened loopholes to ensure that traders do not get to
import beyond the quota fixed by the government.

Next year taders may be able to import only the 1 million tonnes allowed by the government, Bheda said.

Yellow peas, a substitute for home-gown chickpeas, account for nearly half of India’s total pulse imports.
But this year’s domestic chickpea output is expected to exceed the previous year’s production of 10.13
million tonnes, obviating import needs.

Chickpea prices are currently trading at about 4,000 rupees per 100 kg, substantially lower than the
government-set guaranteed price of 4,875 rupees.

This could force the government to ask agencies such as the National Agricultural Cooperative Marketing
Federation of India (NAFED), a leading farmers’ cooperative, to buy produce from farmers, Bheda said.

NAFED could make more purchases at the government-set price this year than last year to help farmers,
said NAFED executive Sunil Kumar Singh. In 2019 NAFED bought 2.7 million tonnes of chickpeas from
farmers.

“We are ready for as much procurement as required. There is not a set target,” Singh said.

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Nafed to undertake ‘good procurement’ of chana

As chana prices rule below the minimum support price level by about 14 per cent, National Agricultural
Cooperative Marketing Federation (Nafed) is gearing up for a good procurement of chana as prices, said
SK Singh, additional marketing director, Nafed.

“Procuring chana will be a challenge and we have geared for it,” said Singh, while speaking at the Indian
Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA)

Nafed had procured 68 lakh tonnes of pulses during past three years as India faced its acute pulses
shortages in 2015-16.

Presently, Nafed holds total stocks of 34.5 lakh tonnes of all the pulses of which about 19 lakh tonnes are
of chana. Nafed was criticised for offloading chana when market prices are ruling much below the MSP
and next harvest is about to hit the markets.

In the previous year, Nafed had procured close to 24 per cent of the chana production of India and was
called the biggest hoarder of the commodity.

“Nafed has also started procurement of tur in Karnataka and plans to procure in Maharashtra. There was
not much procurement of green gram and head,” said Singh.
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Global exporters pitch for consistency in India’s trade policy on pulses

Finding it tough to ship pulses to India in the aftermath of restrictions imposed by the government, global
exporters have called for consistency and transparency in the country’s trade policy. India is the largest
producer and consumer of pulses.

Pulses exporters have been facing challenges in India lately, said David Marit, Minister for Agriculture,
Government of Saskatchewan, the largest pulses producing region in Canada. Speaking at the 5th edition
of the Pulses Conclave, Marit said there was a need for ‘consistency and transparency’ in market access.

Pulses Conclave 2020 has been organised by the Indian Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA), the apex
trade body for the sector.

The Centre had imposed quantitative curbs on import of pulses in 2017 by imposing higher duties in the
context of growing domestic production and to protect domestic growers from cheaper imports.
Production of pulses in the country has seen a sharp increase from around 16.32 million tonnes in 2015-
16 to around 23.40 million tonnes in 2018-19 after the government incentivised production through a
higher minimum support price and increased procurement. During the same period, imports have come
down from 5.57 million tonnes to around 2.5 million tonnes.

Following the import restrictions, the shipment of pulses from Saskatchewan to India, mainly yellow peas,
has seen a sharp fall. From a peak of around Canadian $1.5 billion in 2015, pulses exports from
Saskatchewan to India dropped to around Canadian $329 million in 2019.

Marit said the import restrictions in India had forced Saskatchewan to focus more on processing and that
exporters were looking at other markets in countries such as China, Bangladesh, West Asia, Europe and
the US, where the demand for plant-based protein was on the rise. The food industry in the West was
looking at wheat alternatives and there are huge investments taking place in protein extraction facilities
from pulses, he said.

Further, Marit said that the Government of Saskatchewan remains committed to India in the long term to
help address food security challenges and pulses were part of the story. The Government of Saskatchewan
is looking to open a trade office in India to boost the trade between the two countries.
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Cindy Brown, President, The Global Pulses Confederation, said protectionism was not confined to India
alone and that the global trade body was working on keeping markets open. Brown said pulses are
affordable compared to other sources such as animal-based protein.

Zitu Bheda, Chairman, IPGA, said the country’s trade policy on pulses should be flexible and that there
was a need to strike a balance between farmer and consumer interests.

Sunil Kumar Singh, Additional Managing Director, NAFED, said the nodal agency was all geared up to
procure pulses in States where prices are ruling below the minimum support price. The procurement of
toor has begun in Karnataka, while registration of farmers has begun in Maharashtra.

Singh said NAFED was currently holding pulses stocks of around 34.5 lakh tonnes, mainly gram. “High
stocks are not good for market manifestation,” Singh said, and called upon the industry to encourage
private stockists.
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Global pulses body talks about collaboration for increased consumption and cultivation in India

Cindy Brown, Global Pulse Confederation (GPC) president while talking to The Indian Express, said India's
shift from being the biggest importer of pulses has affected the global markets also.

Global Pulse Confederation (GPC) — the world wide body of the pulses value chain- is looking to partner
with various stakeholders in the pulses industry in India to grow both consumption and cultivation of
pulses in the country.

Cindy Brown, GPC president while talking to The Indian Express in Pune, said India’s shift from being the
biggest importer of pulses has affected the global markets also.

Since the last few years increased availability of domestically grown pulses have changed India’s status as
the biggest importer of pulses. This, Brown said, has affected the global market.

“It has affected the world and trade. | believe the world has changed in pulses production that they grow,”
she said. Canada, she said is now exporting more yellow peas than it ever did.

Specialised production, aimed for the markets which differentiate the protein, starch and fibre in pulses
can be looked into. GPC, Brown said, is looking to partner with Indian producers and traders to help Indian
farmers grow such pulses in the country.

Talking about the flat consumption of pulses in the country, Brown talked about the need for government
push for the same. Pulses, although being a part of the Indian diet has taken a beating given the shift
towards Western diets.

“GPCis looking towards partnerships to increase consumption of pulses and also to make pulses available
easily,” she said. Branding of pulses via government agencies like NAFED can be a game-changer in
improving availability.

Increased production, can also make a difference in the country with Brown emphasizing on the role of
agricultural extension activities to do the same.
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India"'s trade policy on pulses needs to be stable: Canadian minister

Lonavala (Pune), Feb 13 (PTI) India"'s trade policy on pulses needs to be "consistent and transparent”, the
agriculture minister of a Canadian province said on Thursday.

Canada is one of the major suppliers of pulses to India.

"We recognise challenges lately with some import tariff. Any disturbance in policy will have a long-term
impact. We should have a consistent and transparent trade policy," Davis Marit, the agriculture minister
of Saskatchewan, the largest pulses growing province of Canada, said in his address at the fifth pulses
conclave organised by Indian Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA) here.

Trade restrictions imposed by India on pulses imports has forced his province to explore other markets
like China, Japan, the UAE and Bangladesh, Marit told reporters later.

IPGA Chairman Jitu Bheda also stressed on a "flexible" trade policy for pulses to deal with frequent short
supplies of a particular variety and consequent price spurts.

He noted that such a situation cannot be ruled out as already has been experienced recently in the case
of urad and moong.

Since 2017, quantitative restrictions have been imposed on some varieties of pulses like peas to contain
imports and protect domestic farmers. The government is encouraging local farmers to grow more by
ensuring a minimum support price and procurement.

India is the world"s largest producer and consumer of pulses. The pulses production was 23.40 million
tonne in 2018-19 crop year (July-June) against the annual demand of around 26 million tonne. The
government has set a target 26 million tonnes for this year.

Canada has been one of the largest suppliers of pulses mainly lentils and yellow peas to India.

Marit said pulses export from Saskatchewan to India has been declining gradually since 2015 and has
come down to 329 million Canadian dollar in 2019 calendar year from 1.5 billion Canadian dollar.

Besides other markets, Saskatchewan is looking at increasing pulses processing up to 50 per cent from the
current level of 10 per cent, he said adding that there is demand for protein-rich commodities from other
countries.
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With a cut in India"s pulses imports, the IPGA chairman mentioned that global suppliers must be facing
difficulties but they have to live up to the changing trade balances.

"The fact remains that much of pulses production in India is rain fed and hence subject to weather
vagaries. Frequent short supplies of pulses of a particular kind and consequent price spurts cannot be
ruled out. We have already experienced this recently in case of urad and moong beans."

Itis therefore important that "the government strikes a balance between farmers and consumers interest
and actions are flexible enough to react to ground realities swiftly," he added.

The country''s pulses imports have come down to 2-2.5 million tonnes now from a record level of 5.7
million tonnes in 2015-16 on substantial increase in domestic production, he said.

According Mumbai-based pulses importer Lalji Harjit and Sons Managing Director Navin Nandu, India still
needs to depend on import of some pulses like pigeon peas (tur).

India imports around 700,000 tonnes of tur dal annually from Africa and Myanmar.

There is no issue with regard to import of green gram as it is grown in many countries, including Africa,
he added.

Onillegal imports from Nepal, the industry body said the government should curb such shipments, taking
advantage of softening of global rates of pulses following India restricting imports.

The government is targeting a record production of pulses at 26.30 million tonne in the ongoing 2019-20
crop year, of which 16.20 million tonne from the Rabi season and the rest from Kharif season.

At present, Kharif crop is being harvested, while Rabi crop prospects especially chickpeas (chan) seem to
be bright, Bheda said.

There is a buffer stock of 3.4 million tonne of pulses at present in the country, according to cooperative
Nafed, which has procured on behalf of the government to ensure minimum support price (MSP) to
farmers.

Nafed Additional Managing Director S K Singh said the cooperative will continue procurement in the
current year as well.

It plans to buy more of chickpeas from Rabi crop as prices are already below the MSP on expectation of
bumper production.

India’s shift from being the biggest importer of pulses has affected world trade, said Cindy Brown,
President, Global Pulse Confederation (GPC), a world body for pulses trade. “We all looked towards India
as the biggest importer at one time and that has changed. | believe the world has changed in the pulse
production that they grow and they found different export markets. Canada for instance is now exporting
more yellow peas than it ever did,” she said on the sidelines of the fifth Pulses Conclave organised by the
India Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA).

She said GPCis looking at forming partnerships with various stakeholders in India to increase consumption
and cultivation of pulses in India. “India is extremely important and that is why we are here. Earlier in the
week we were at Delhi for our partnership with Nafed. We recognise the importance of India and want to
partner together to understand how we can help Indian consumers eat more pulses and Indian farmers
grow more pulses,” she added.

Specialised production for markets, which differentiate protein starch and fibre in pulses, could be looked
into, she said, adding that GPC is looking at partnerships in India to help Indian farmers grow such pulses.
“GPCis a general trade organisation and we work with UN as part of the FAO and the information that we
all know globally are how important pulses are for one’s diet, not only protein but fibre as an energy
source and vitamins and nutrients.

“So the opportunity for pulses to be included in more diets in India is very important. And it is not just the
growing consumer. Sometimes we find that when people’s diets change when they move to a western
diet we lose the normal, the good aspects of that diet because we go towards food that may not be as
healthy. So to encourage Indians to be able to continue to eat pulses is a big aspect,” she said.

“Perhaps pulses could be included in the market basket of the government , perhaps work with more
farmers and start to do commercial packaging hopefully the distribution of those pulses go to India. Pulses
are extremely important in food security and as we work towards United Nation’s goal of zero hunger,
pulses have such a big role to play. But | think it will take our encouragement to the entire pulse sector,
the UN and government to help bring that message to the individual people and to make pulses regularly
available,” she said.
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GPC has been pushing for pulses contracts to ensure stability when government policies change, she said,
stressing on the need for government and trade to work together.

Davis Marit, the agriculture minister of Saskatchewan, the largest pulse producing province of Canada, on
Thursday said that India’s trade policy needs to be ‘transparent and consistent’. Speaking on the sidelines
of the fifth Pulses Conclave organised by the Indian Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA), Marit said that
China, Vietnam, Japan, UAE and Bangladesh have emerged as new markets for his province following the
trade restrictions imposed by India. Canada is one of the major suppliers of pulses to India. In 2017 ,China
imported 40% more yellow peas from the province and there is a growing demand from West Asia and
the US.

“We recognise challenges lately with some import tariff. Any disturbance in policy will have a long-term
impact. We should have a consistent and transparent trade policy,” he said. Since 2017, quantitative
restrictions have been imposed on pulses like peas to contain imports and protect domestic farmers. The
government is encouraging local farmers to grow more by ensuring a minimum support price and
procurement.

India is the world’s largest producer and consumer of pulses. The pulses production was 23.40 million
tonne in 2018-19 crop year (July-June) against the annual demand of around 26 million tonne. The
government has set a target 26 million tonne for this year. Canada has been one of the largest suppliers
of pulses mainly lentils and yellow peas to India.

Marit said pulses export from Saskatchewan to India has been declining gradually since 2015 and has
come down to $329 million Canadian dollar in 2019 calendar year from $1.5 billion Canadian dollar.
Besides other markets, Saskatchewan is looking at increasing pulses processing up to 50 % from the
current level of 10 %, he said, adding that there is demand for protein-rich commodities from other
countries. Despite the change in India’s tariff regime, there has been no significant change in the cropping
pattern of farmers in his province.

IPGA chairman Jitu Bheda underlined the need for a “flexible” trade policy for pulses to deal with frequent
short supplies of a particular variety and consequent price spurts. He noted that such a situation cannot
be ruled out as already has been experienced recently in the case of urad and moong.
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He pointed out that with a cut in India’s pulses imports, global suppliers must be facing difficulties but
they have to live up to the changing trade balances. “The fact remains that much of pulses production in
India is rain-fed and hence subject to weather vagaries. Frequent short supplies of pulses of a particular
kind and consequent price spurts cannot be ruled out. We have already experienced this recently in case
of urad and moong beans. It is therefore important that “the government strikes a balance between
farmer and consumer interest and actions are flexible enough to react to ground realities swiftly,” Bheda
said.

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‘India’s pulses import may fall 60% next fiscal’

India’s pulses import may drop by 60 per cent to one million tonne in 2020-21, if the current curbs on
shipment continue amid expectation of good domestic crop and availability of huge buffer stock, industry
body IPGA said on Friday.

There would be lower imports next year also because traders might not be able to buy from overseas
market, taking advantage of loopholes in the import quota order, which the Directorate General of Foreign
Trade (DGFT) is contesting in the Jaipur High Court to tighten it, Indian Pulses and Grains Association
(IGPA) Chairman Jitu Bheda told reporters.

“Total imports are expected to reach 2.5 million tonne in the current year, of which about 1.5 million
tonne has been done, taking stay from Chennai and Jaipur High Courts on the DGFT quota order and much
of it is yellow peas, black mapte (urad) and green peas,” Bheda said on the sidelines of 5th edition of
Pulses Conclave 2020. The rest one million tonne has been imported as per the government's quota this
year, he added.

The Government has imposed a quantitative restriction on import of key pulses especially yellow peas,
pigeon peas (tur), chickpeas (chana) and green gram (moong) to protect local farmers amid steady
increase in domestic production to 23.40 million tonne in the 2018-19 crop year (July-June).

Light Speckled bean (rajmah) and blackeye beans (lobiya) are allowed to import without restrictions. India
is the world's largest consumer of pulses.

“Assuming the Government continues with current quota system and considering higher domestic crop
and buffer stock, maximum 1 million tonnes of pulses can be imported next year and mostly rajmah and
lobiya,” Bheda said.

He also said the government may increase quota on import of black mapte and green gram as the
domestic shortage is still about 1.5 million tonne and 1 million tonne, respectively.

At present, the import quota on black mapte is 2,50,000 tonne and green gram is 1,50,000 tonne. “We
have to import these two pulses as domestic prices are ruling higher than the minimum support price,
which may put pressure on retail rates,” Bheda added.

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The IPGA chairman said the industry body has requested the government to extend the current quota on
black mapte for two months till May as the crop is yet to be harvested in Myanmar, the only supplier of
this commodity in the world.

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Smuggling of pulses hits importers and farmers

The Indian pulses industry has raised concerns about the alleged smuggling of the agro commodity from
Nepal and Myanmar. Traders said that illegal consignments are affecting importers paying customs duties
and also the local farmers, with farm-gate prices of pulses trending below the state-set threshold due to
a glut.

“There has been huge smuggling of pulses through the border with Nepal, which has been affecting the
trade in a big way," said Bimal Kothari, vice president, Indian Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA). Traders
said that the cargo imported at Kolkata port gets smuggled into the country through Nepal.

According to the first estimate of Rabi crop production issued by the National Bulk Handling Corporation
(NBHC), the area under gram (chana) is likely to increase by 10.14 per cent to 10.64 million hectare, while
the production of chana is expected to increase by 7.90 per cent to 11.93 million tonnes.

India had imported a record 5.8 million tonnes of pulses in FY16, followed by 5.6 million tonnes in FY18.
The country also signed a contract with Mozambique to import pigeon pea (tur) over a period of five years.
With favourable monsoon rains, India had bumper output over the past three years, preventing domestic
prices from increasing.

Imports were curbed to support local prices. It was mandated that the cost of imported yellow peas not
be lower than X200/kg and a duty of 50 per cent was imposed on this price, taking the price of imported
yellow peas above X300/kg.

However, some traders managed to get a stay on the import restrictions on yellow peas from the High
Courts of Chennai and Jaipur, taking the total import of pulses in FY20 to a likely maximum of 3 million
tonnes. Besides legal imports, illegal trade is boosting supplies locally as well, said traders.

After India imposed import restrictions, Canada, the largest producer and exporter of yellow beans, has
slashed its prices by close to 50 per cent, which has made smuggling viable.

“We have already represented to the government about stopping the smuggling of pulses from Nepal,
where imports of the commodity are otherwise not so high,” said Jitu Bheda, president, IPGA.

The focus of the conclave was to
brainstorm on ideas to help Indian Pulses Trade become a major contributor to the PM’s vision of making India
a $ 5 trillion economy by 2024.”

Mr. Pravin Dongre, Director, IPGA, while speaking about the TPC 2020 said, “This is our 5th edition of IPGA. The
first one was in 2012, which was a resounding success following which IPGA has come a long way with the trade,

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with the processors, but most importantly did a project in Rural India, in a drought prone area in Maharashtra.
In these 2 particular districts of Bhokardan and Phulambari, we started a Water Rejuvenation project. We dug
25 kms of trenches with the support of the local government machinery. With this initiative, in one monsoon
season, we were able to rejuvenate up to 150 villages in those catchment areas. The trenches raised the ground
water level assumed to be 4 million liters. We would like to conduct Pilot farms in collaboration with NAFED.
We want to get certain market information whereby we will be able to forecast or predict prices during harvest
of that particular crop, select those pulses and encourage the farmers to sow them and try to create the same
chain by getting the processes involved with a buyback agreement.”

Shri. Sunil Kumar Singh, Addl. Managing Director, NAFED, concluded by complimenting IPGA’s efforts for the
Water Rejuvenation project and said, “It's a good initiative of doing cluster farms. We have a Private
Procurement Stockist government scheme and | would like that to be encouraged first. If not, NAFED is there to
provide IPGA the safety net of ensuring Minimum Support Price to the farmers for the produce that they have
grown.”

The Pulses Conclave 2020, as a part of its agenda discussed increasing domestic production and consumption
and also brought to fore other areas of the trade like Improving Processing efficiencies, increasing Consumption,
Exports, Value Addition, Protein Extraction, Post-harvest Crop Management, etc. Also, GFl India and IPGA
collaborated for The Pulses Conclave 2020 to stimulate the pulses innovation ecosystem in India. The goal of
this collaboration is to stimulate the innovation ecosystem in the country for novel food product development
utilizing pulses, with a view to creating lucrative end markets for farmers, processors, and traders, and to
targeting malnutrition and food insecurity at diverse levels of the income pyramid.
